Mayor Notarianni stated the abandoned vehicles that they spoke of at the last
meeting; there are 35 vehiclesthat areon this list since January 16. They have
wait so much time once the stickers are attached and the owners are notified, but
he wanted the residents to know that they are working on thisissue. Mr. McCoy
asked if these vehicles are the ones with no plates and no inspections stickers,
the Chief replied yes.

Mr. McCoy acknowledged the students in the audience at tonight meeting. He
states that he is happy to see the young people attending and hopes that they will
come back to more meetings.

Mr. Mikulich asked about the sealing of the cracks on the parking lot. Ms.
Denne replied that it’s out to bid and we will be opening bids on April 8, 2008.

Mr. Mikulich reminded Mr. McCoy to mention to the residents that April will
only have one meeting. The month of May will have two meetings.

Mr. Cafarelli announced that the new street sweeper will arrive March 26 and
they will have atraining class. He also asked if they could park the new sweeper
in the Fire Dept garage in the 3" empty bay. The solicitor states that they will
have to ask the Fire Chief (who was not present at this meeting). Council
members discussion concerning the placement of the street sweeper in the Fire
Department. Mr. McCoy suggested that we will ask the chief. Mr. Gagliardi
asked who was responsible for the day to day maintenance on the new sweeper.
Mr. Cafarelli remarked that the manufacturer will come down periodically and
will be able to tell if there is negligence on the employees part in not taking care
of the vehicle. Mr. Cafarelli said there will be a check list for the employees for
each time they use it and we will be keeping these records. Mr. Cafarelli also
commented that last year after sweeping the DPW took all the street debris and
put it into a dumpster which Brunner’s charged us $600-$700 per month to pick
up. Hewould like to see us have a dump site within DEP regulations just to
dump our street debris. Mr. Mikulich suggested that possibly we use Leets

dale' s dump site since they already have the DEP approvals, because it would
cost us money to open up adump site. Mr. Cafarelli suggested that if Leetsdale



permits us we can make 3 loads when we are finished with our sweeping. Ms.
Denne said she would look into it.

Mr. Mikulich suggested that we check into cleaning the drains at Walter Panek
Park. Ms. Denne remarked that she will send DPW up to do some maintenance
work. Mr. Cafarelli asked about the roof maintenance at Panek Park. Ms. Denne
commented that the roof is under warranty and Mr. Lemmon has contacted the
company to take care of the issues.
