Mr. McCoy suggested that we move it to the Public Safety Committee and report back to Council at the next meeting on their findings. Mr. Gagliardi suggested that it was very complicated.  Mr. Start states that it is complicated and possibly the simple way we have it now works best. Mr. McCoy suggested that the committee study it and report back to us if we should or should not change it.  Mr. Gagliardi comments that at one time only residents were permitted to park in front of their houses. Mr. Start commented that it was nice for the residents, all they had to do was call the police dept and advise them about a visitor’s vehicle in front of their house, but he’s not sure how it affected the police dept., maybe they were pulling out their hair.

6. Memorandum of Understanding-Ambridge Area School Dist/Ambridge Police Dept

Mr. Start explained that this was prepared by the Ambridge School District unilaterally, meaning that we didn’t have much input into this memorandum. He pointed out to their solicitor that the school resource officer agreement that we prepared several months ago and forwarded still had not been signed by the school, and that we want the signed agreement before we would even take this under consideration.  He assured me that it would be signed at the next school board meeting tomorrow night.  He would like council to review this memorandum and accept any feedback or revisions and in the meantime we will get the signed agreement from the school board and we can be finished. Mr. Start reviewed proposed Memorandum of Understanding; it is a clear layout of a division of responsibility between the police department of the Borough and the school district whenever an incident should arise between students or employees of the school - during sponsored activities or during the school day.  This was a collaborative effort between the school district and Pa. Education Association and their efforts to create a uniform document throughout the commonwealth and there would be a better cooperation between municipal bodies and school districts when criminal activities occur.  Mr. Start suggested he will give it his final review after some things be changed in it and that Council take this under advisement pending our receipt of the signed school resource officer agreement. Mr. McCoy agrees, and suggests that we move it to the next agenda. Mr. Mikulich asked paragraph B, page one – does that refer to police officer or to the student? Mr. Start replied that it refer to a student or an employee – anyone that would be present. Mr. Start remarked that this says the Ambridge Police Department, and our police department does not enter into agreements, our Borough does – so that will have to be changed. There are other things, i.e. Paragraph 1B: it would apply when there was public conveyance for providing transportation to or from a school or school sponsored activity, including but not limited to a school bus. Mr. Start suggested that if it was including something other than a school bus – he would like to know what it is, this is too ambiguous. There were no other questions and Mr. McCoy moved this discussion to the next agenda. 
7. Request for Donation for Leetsdale Police dept Car Cruise

Mr. McCoy commented that they are asking for a $50.00 donation and he feels that we should give it to them because for the last 3 years – Leetsdale came to sweep our streets after Nationality Days and never asked for one cent. This is the first time they ever requested anything from Ambridge that he can recall.  Mr. Gagliardi makes the motion to donate $50.00, Mr. Dunn seconded.

After the vote, Mr. McCoy asked Ms. Denne to call Duke Belich concerning the Ambridge Boys Volleyball Team who asked for a $100.00 donation because they won the state championship, and he feels that we should put up a banner like every other town. Mr. Mikulich mentioned that this is the first Volleyball championship in Beaver County.  Mr. McCoy would like to see these two things approved. Mr. McCoy suggested that we call the school and find out what they want put on the banners, he would like to see one on 8th Street and 11th Street. Ms. Denne commented that there was a problem with the hooks on 8th Street last year; we’ll have to check into it. Mr. Mikulich made the motion to give them a $100.00 donation to Ambridge Boys State Championship Volleyball Team and to put up 3 banners for the State Volleyball Champions. Ms. Miller seconded.  Mr. Mikulich also suggested that we write a letter and all of council should sign it.

8. 2009 Road Program Bituminous Improvements

                Mr. Lemmon commented that there are two items: 

1. Additional work being approved by phone vote for 15th Street for a total $12,244.25

      So Council needs to take action for payment. Mr. McCoy commented is still under the original amount. Mr. Lemmon agreed, and commented the total road program fund is short $3,829.00 which we can take from the Emergency Fund. He also commented that it was a wise thing to do because the prices for concrete (per cubic yard) were 1/3 of what they were the previous year.  Mr. McCoy thanked Mr. Lemmon for giving such a detailed explanation and all council was in agreement with that. Mr. Mikulich makes the motion for the change order, Mr. Cafarelli seconded. 
       After the vote: Mr. McCoy explained that the actual cost of the road improvement would be two to three thousand dollars more than what we approved, but it came in under that figure budgeted of $37,000.00 for that project, and Sangro came in about $1,400.00 less.

2. Award, which is part of the road fund, the base bid to Youngblood Paving for $28,720.50 for 5th Street from Melrose to Duss Ave., and Beaver Rd from Duss to 6th.  Motion made to accept this award by Mr. Mikulich and seconded by Mr. Dunn. Mr. Cafarelli had a question for Mr. Lemmon; he asked what exactly is Youngblood going to do with those two streets. Mr. Lemmon replied that on 5th St, he is going to mill and resurface, and Beaver Road his going to mill only from Duss to 6th.  If we were to pave as well on Beaver Rd, it would have been $64,346.20. Milling will smooth it out temporarily because there is a lot of base work to be done. Next year we can pave it. Base bid included just the milling; alternate bid included base work and repairs. No other engineering costs except for bidding, it’s already designed. Mr. Cafarelli asked if approved when will it start. Mr. Lemmon explained generally it takes about 30 days. No other questions.

9. Future uses for Walter Panek Park

   Mr. Dunn explained that last week we had a meeting and Mr. Gagliardi, Ms. Miller, and we discussed Boro Park, where the swimming pool was and AYA wanted to use that area for their baseball fields. The more we discussed it; we thought maybe we could help AYA with their fields

   by moving their fences around, but we wanted to keep that area for ourselves for either a Splash Zone for the kids or making the playground a little bigger. Mr. Mikulich asked about maybe a skateboard area. Mr. Dunn agreed that maybe we could put that in also it’s a big area and if we give to AYA, we’ll lose out.  Mr. McCoy suggests that we do something with the fenced in area that used to be tennis courts. Mr. Dunn commented that AYA has their batting cages in there. Mayor Notarianni commented that Leetsdale has that little splash thing where the bucket fills up and dumps water on the kids in their park on 65 and the kids love it, we need something in town. A comment was made that it was all grant money. Mr. McCoy suggested to Mr. Dunn that we should go after the grant money. Mr. Dunn commented that Ms. Denne reported to him that it’s not that expensive to do something like that.  Mr. Dunn also mentioned that they talked about the Hang Zone. Mr. Lemmon remarked that he has not heard anything since the last meeting. Mr. Start suggested that he would give them a call. Mr. Mikulich remarked that maybe we should talk to them before their next meeting (tomorrow) and see what’s going on.  Mayor Notarianni commented to Mr. Start that he feels that the school owes us; he knows what his friend pays in the Regional Center just to park his tow truck. The school used that area for 2 years or more to park their equipment, they should make it better than it was. For two years we had to look at that mess, all the pipes and trailers. Mr. McCoy commented that we are going to pay for it anyway; when our school taxes will go up. Mr. Cafarelli states that as Mr. Mikulich previously mentioned that that whole area needs to be capped properly according to the DEP guidelines because it was a toxic area. He also remarked to Mr. Start that he should advise Mr. Gleason to get in touch with the DEP because once we sign off on it and the DEP comes back on it 4 years from now and tell us it wasn’t capped correctly, it could just slam the bill back on us. Mr. Start commented that we did have that discussion and Mr. Lemmon advised them of all the information. Mr. McCoy states that Mr. Lemmon was approved to monitor 100% of the construction.  Mayor Notarianni also commented about the restroom water situation since it hasn’t been used in 2 years. Mr. Lemmon commented that we gave them a list of everything that needed to be done including the water fountain and restroom.  Mr. McCoy commented that the entire list was read off at the last meeting. 
10. Bids for Salt Storage Facility

          Ms. Denne asked that be moved to the next agenda because the contractor is still putting together a bid price.  Mr. McCoy moved it to the next agenda. Mr. Lemmon asked if Public Works Dept made a decision about the gutters.  Mr. Cafarelli commented that we are waiting for quotes. Mr. Lemmon asked the contractor to make the quotes separate, and we do need to take care of the gutters. Mr. Cafarelli commented that because the alley behind the storage is paved, with a shed type roof with no gutters the water will hit the alley and go into someone’s basement. Mr. Lemmon commented that is why we need gutters on it. 

         Mayor Notarianni commented to Mr. Lemmon about the alley between 22nd and 23rd Street, all the gravel and loose asphalt is on Lenz Ave from the rain run off, it’s hideous. Maybe when they are paving some of the streets, we can use some the left over paying to put something there so it won’t do this. Mr. Lemmon said every year we go and clean that up. Mayor Notarianni asked about how much does it cost to pave an alley. Mr. Lemmon suggested that it’s different for each one because of the width, so he couldn’t guess. Mr. Notarianni commented that this alley is probably one of the last remaining that is not paved. Mr. Lemmon remarked that those couple of alleys that have gravel in them are bad; we can spray these types because they hold better. Mayor Notarianni states that he doesn’t know what to tell people when they call him. Mr. Lemmon suggested that all we can do is to take the skid loader and re-drain. 
                Mr. McCoy remarked that the issue at hand was the Salt Storage Facility and it was moved to the next agenda. This discussion on the alley would be an Unfinished Business items and we’ll consider it done. 
X. Other Unfinished Business

Mr. McCoy read aloud a letter from the Chamber of Commerce to Ms. Denne. This letter was to let her and Council know about the summer events. 

a.  Classic Car Cruise @ St. Mary’s parking lot on July 26 from 3pm to 11pm.
 b.  Opening Ceremony for the new Chamber Office on August 20, from 6 – 9pm.  We will be   blocking off our portion of the sidewalk @ 562 Merchant Street.  
Tape Turned Over
Ms. Denne commented that she received a request yesterday from St. John’s Church asking if they could use the fences along the Park Rd parks hang their banners for their Russian Festival, dates July 6th until the August date of the festival. Mr. Gagliardi makes the motion to allow St. Johns to hang their banners. Mr. Mikulich seconds.

All in Favor: Ayes ~ 6 :  Nays ~0.

Mr. Cafarelli commented about the alley that the Mayor was speaking of, at one time we had Harmony Twp come down and graded the alley with their road grader, our skidster up there and we could touch up the tight area with our equipment, he said that he will ask Mr. Kokoski to go up to some of these alleys that have been washed out and do some of these.  Mr. Cafarelli asked Ms. Denne who asked Harmony Twp. Ms. Denne replied that Mr. Lemmon called and asked for it.  Mr. Cafarelli asked Mr. Lemmon if he would do that also.  Mr. McCoy asked Council to send Harmony Twp a letter of thanks because they come and help us when we need our alleys graded, they are great people up there. Mr. Mikulich suggested that it should be automatic; anytime someone does something nice for us we should send them a letter in recognition for their services for this Borough. 

Mayor Notarianni commented that Harmony Twp will be donating a blue unmarked police car when they get their new vehicle – it may need a little transmission work though, other than that it’s in great shape.  

Mr. Notarianni asked if we are changing some of the stop signs – they are really faded from the sun. Mr. McCoy remarked that every times he sees one that is faded; he calls and gets it changed immediately.  He also commented that any citizen can call the Borough office and we’ll go out and change it. 
Mr. Mikulich commented that we should remind our businesses to clean up their sidewalks. Mr. Cafarelli remarked that last week he had Public Works and some kids come down and pull weeds, trim trees and cleaned up. We did it after Nationality Days and we’ll do it again in August. Mr. Mikulich suggested that the businesses pick up the big stuff, trash, in front of their businesses, it’s not weeds.  
Mr. Mikulich also suggested the abandoned buildings or houses for sale have high weeds. He gave this list to the Borough Manager. 

He also asked about the make-shift basketball hoops, if it was interfering with the street sweeper? Do they go around them? Maybe we should ask them to be removed from the street. Mr. Dunn agreed, the dirt collects around them. 

Mr. Mikulich commented about the carpeting in the Council Chambers. We share this with the Municipal Authority and Water Authority.  So, we should get the carpet cleaned and it would be 1/3 to us.  Mr. McCoy asked Ms. Denne to send the two Authorities a letter. Mr. Mikulich commented that was the terms on this building that things would be shared 1/3 each.  
Mr. Mikulich commented about a letter from some high school students, to Cindy, who wanted to clean up and making some improvements, such as removing graffiti and repairing the fences in Walter Panek Park. Cindy would be supervising these students, correct?  Mr. Mikulich makes the motion to permit Cindy to take the students up to Boro Park for clean up. Seconded by Mr. Cafarelli. 
All in Favor: Ayes ~6 : Nays ~ 0.

Mr. Mikulich asked about the correspondents from the Solicitor concerning the Civil Service Commission, are we going to act on it soon. Mr. McCoy suggested that Council read it over and we’ll put it on the agenda for the next meeting.  Mr. Mikulich asked if we have 3 persons whose terms will expire at the end of July? Mr. McCoy replied yes, we want to come back and talk about it at the next meeting and stager the appointments.  Mr. Mikulich asked if all the people who are on the board will have to reapply. Mr. McCoy replied yes.  
Mayor Notarianni commented that he feels that the fines must not be stiff enough for the high weeds. We should consider higher fines, such as for Subway Shop – that is the number two fast food shop in the US and I know that they rent down there, but they should still maintain the property. For instance, when Kaplan’s was torn down, they maintained that property until the new building was built. Now the American Bridge Bldg is going to be torn down, they should keep it weed free.  $25.00 for letting the weeds go all summer is cheaper than buying a lawn mower or weed whacker. Mr. McCoy suggested that the fines are higher each time they get a fine. 

Mr. Gagliardi asked about the American Bridge Bldg. – is it being torn down because they didn’t get a grant. Mr. McCoy commented that he and Ms. Denne went to a meeting in Beaver. This guy needed two separate grants of $376,000.00 each, when he couldn’t get an audience – we got the audience for him. What happened was this he applied late in the year and there were 3 other people ahead of him, so he didn’t get it. He was told front of me, Ms. Denne and the Commissioners that he had to reapply each year, he didn’t bother to re-apply.  I guess he decided to tear it down, and I don’t know where he is going to go from here. Mr. McCoy said he can’t believe this guy is walking away from it; he had most of the money in place.  Discussion about it being a shame – it was such a nice building. 
Ms. Miller commented to Mr. Cafarelli about the stop signs on 15th & Merchant St. – they trimmed the trees so you could see the signs. She noticed that since it’s a high traffic area and the light poles are obstructing the signs, maybe we can reposition the stop signs. Ms. Denne commented that maybe we can apply stop bars.  Ms. Miller commented that if you are not familiar with the area, you can blow right thru those stop signs. Mr. Cafarelli will look into it. Mr. Gagliardi mentioned that the stop sign was put up when Mayor Kyrargyros was still living. There is a stop sign coming up the one way, he thinks it should be eliminated. Mr. McCoy mentioned that we would have to change the ordinance. Ms Miller commented she doesn’t feel it should be removed because there are a lot of children that play in that area.  There was some discussion on the building and what they were doing in that building. Mayor Notarianni commented that he used to deliver UPS there, and there were only two guys who worked in that building doing fabrication. Mr. McCoy commented that Mr. Cafarelli will look into this matter. 
Mr. Cafarelli commented about the make shift hoops, who should we go about this situation. Ms. Denne commented that the Chief of Police is looking into it because it’s a road issue and would have to be enforced by the Police Dept. Discussion about moving the hoops on street sweeping night and not taking them down. Mayor Notarianni will have the P.D. Chief look into it and Ms. Denne will look into the ordinance. 

XI. Citizen’s Participation (Citizens are limited to 5 minutes per speaker)

Corky Mihalic – 728 -24th St. - Ambridge. 

He commented about Mr. Mikulich’s comments that the carpet needs to be clean up.  We also need to go back to the directive about not having drinks in the room, put some signs up. When this building was first built, you were not allowed to have liquids in this room, now look at what you have, tea, coffee, pop, etc.  Second, at one time we had a couple thousand tons of millings and we gave it

away, and it is a very valuable item, some people thought it to be hazardous & we had to get rid of it. But you mentioned we have pride here for the volleyball team and it’s great, but years ago there was a Girl's volleyball team that was willing to put up the money to install volleyball courts, this team was from the Sewickley area. He felt there was nothing wrong with baseball or the AYA, but we should have other types of sports in town like soccer in the other end of town as was discussed at many times.  Maybe we should get some mulch for Panek Park too.  He also thought we should talk more about the lighting in the Hang Zone, so the kids could use it in the fall and winter months. 
          Mayor Notarianni commented that he prematurely commented to some of the kids in town that we are going to maybe put up lights at the Hang Zone and they are all excited about it. 
          Mr. Cafarelli asked a question to Mr. Mikulich about the guy that was in a few months ago with the lighting; he made comments that he would give us an estimate. Mr. McCoy commented that he thought he was going to give us some free lights. Mr. Mikulich remarked that all we have to do is call him; he would be more than willing to come and look at it.  Mr. Cafarelli states that we should have him do this before it’s capped. More discussion concerning these lights. Mr. Lemmon states that there is a 2” underground conduit that travels up the sidewalk and to the other side then down to the restrooms. Mr. McCoy commented that this would be a perfect proving ground for this guy, since he said he would be willing to put up lights for free.  Mr. Mikulich stated that he will contact him and see what he has to say.
         Jack Firich – 24th St. Ambridge. 
         He commented that there is an electric box at the bottom of the pole, at one time when cooper wire was cheap, we were going to run a wire for exclusive use of the pop machines, but we were turned down.  Next, he located some old street lights, if we can get some poles, and there are two along side the street department fence, we can rig something up for lighting to get you by.  Secondly, cleaning Merchant Street – the store next to the new Chamber office is blocking the sidewalk with beds, refrigerators, stoves and T-shirts along with the Wise Potato Chip truck and he states he doesn’t begrudge any businessman from making a buck, but when people can’t not pass on the side walk, that’s bad. He commented that is also brings his hose out and washes those appliances on the sidewalk.  Mr. McCoy commented to Mayor Notarianni that not long ago we spoke about the Springs Water Plant, he also spoke to the Police Chief and the Chief said that he took care of it before. Mr. Firich commented that the guy is selling Penguin T-Shirts now also. Mr. McCoy commented that he went a way for a short while, and Mr. Firich comments that it may have been for a week or two but that was it.  Mr. Mikulich asked if it was a Code Enforcement issue. Mayor commented that he’ll look into it.  Mr. Firich also commented about the building where PT Meats were located, if you look at it, its one big skylight. Behind the sun tanning place, the Chinese Restaurant – it’s terrible. The last thing, he suggested that it might be in our best interest to run the street sweeper across the Ambridge/Aliquippa Bridge since people see that on their way into town. Mr. Mikulich commented that we had a contract with the County to do just that. Ms. Denne remarked that we do this bridge and the Port of Ambridge Bridge. He also made one last comment about the Fireworks on Friday July 3rd and boy do they need the money. 
         Jerome Gill – 831 Glenwood, Ambridge.

         He asked about Mr. Hare being appointed to the Civil Service Commission, how long is his term. Mr. McCoy commented that he was a fill in for Mr. Waxenfelter. 

         Doug McCombie – 638 Maplewood Ave,

         He commented that his wife was a victim to a crime and he wanted to comment on how impressed he was with the police department, they caught the guys and the police were very professional.

His second comment was about garbage, he passed around a picture from the same area that Mr. Firich spoke of and nothing has been done.  He’s called many times about this, and if you come up 4th Street off the Blvd and the bldg off to your right, it looks like a garbage dump, the birds, cats, rats bust open all the garbage bags and there is a mess. He suggested that 1st warning and a fine, second time you get the Borough workers and clean it up and heavily fine the land owner like $300.00 and if it continues the next time, fine them $500.00. Ms. Denne asked where the pictures were taken. He commented 639 merchant St. and one was 649 Merchant Street had some yellow tape across it that the fire chief put up. He said that the guy lives on Amsler Rd in Economy Boro, and it has to end, it’s been 10 years that he’s been looking at this mess and he wants it to end. 
Phil Dennis – 1004 Kristufek Ave. Ambridge.

He asked the Council 4 meetings ago if they could be exempt from Street Sweeping on Bernadine, Pine and Kristufek.  Mr. McCoy asked to have the original petition, and asked him to come back to the next meeting to get a motion passed and unfortunately he (Mr. Dennis) was out of town, he would like to ask the Council if they have reviewed. Mr. McCoy commented that it was passed. Mr. Dennis then asked if he could get a copy of the minutes so he could have something in writing and they said yes, to ask the Borough Secretary on another day.
Mayor Notarianni commented that he feels that the bridge needs cleaned up better, he wasn’t sure if our sweeper isn’t doing a good job or not on the bridge. Secondly, P & T Market there is nothing holding that wall up, there is not roof.  It’s a public safety issue now.  He also mentioned about the appliance guy next to the Chamber office, he will get the Chief to talk to him. He also commented the Street Scape on 12th to 16th Street looks great.  He wanted to know if it was just his imagination or does it look dark to everyone. Mr. McCoy commented that it’s dark. 
          No one else wished to speak.
XII. Official Report
Manager Report. 

Ms. Denne commented that we received 5 summer help thru job t4rainig program. If anyone has students at home that need a job there are still a couple available.  Those 5 jobs come at no cost to the Borough and have come thru the Stimulus package. Ambridge will be sharing with New Brighton 3 million dollars to do partner projects on Habitats for Humanity.  We have 4 houses that are slated to be demolished or rehabbed for Habitats for Humanity.  In about 6 months we will be training anyone who wishes to volunteer to build those houses. She encourages everyone to think about volunteering because one of those houses may be in your back yard.  There is one house this year in the 100 block of Maplewood. This was opened up to all of the communities in Beaver County and only two communities applied…us and New Brighton and we get the job of splitting the 1.3 million dollars amongst ourselves.  She also discussed the Historic District hosted a Realtor Event and what tax values were on Historic Properties and what goes into it when you buy a Historic Property.  She met yesterday with the Zoning Concert ant, Roberta Seraff; she will look at revising our zoning ordinance which has not been fully revised since 1964. When we talk about some of the problems that Code Enforcement has, it’s because there is no teeth in the ordinance.  She will be giving us a quote on the up coming week.  Finally, there is a PA conservation works grant thru the Southwestern Planning Commission and she is meeting with a Consultant and she would like them to come to the next Council meeting to give a performance plan, which they will do an entire analysis of your operation from HVAC units to your lights to types of windows you have and their coverings. They will look at the utilities costs for the years and make upgrades thru a short term loan – the loan should equal to what you were spending in

utilities.  If your energy consumption ever goes over with the current cost of what your utilities are, they will write you a check for the difference. This is very advantageous for the Borough, especially for traffic lighting, we have the old lighting and we could use this to upgrade to the new LED.  She invited the Water Authority to sit in on this meeting also. 
          Mr. Cafarelli made the motion to accept the official reports, Ms. Miller seconded.
