Kathleen Sabol – 919 Pine St & Coffee Shop 5th & Glenwood.

She has an issue that does not seem to be getting resolved. There is a home behind her buildings that has been breaking concreted and planting hedges that are now dying in the public right of way. She has spoke to code enforcement and she was told she needs an eye witness. As of today, Ms. Sabol was witness to this dumping of trash by this tenant and one student from the seminary was an eye witness last week. This has been a right of way for 100 years for these people in the row houses to get to 5th Street. She has a real estate license and there is something called law called “easement by prescription” - what that means is if that has been used for that purpose for years whether it is private or public property, she just wants the trash away from her property. She continued to show Council members pictures and explained each picture concerning these hedges in the right of way.  Mr. Kaunert asked her to come into his office the next day and discuss it with him. She agreed that she would come into his office and discuss it. Mr. Kaunert suggested that he go with her to the sight and look over the situation and he will make sure that Council will get a copy of everything.
