X. Items for Discussion:  

1. Request by Castle Brook Development to Turn over Ownership of Private Rd.
Mr. Lemmon commented that if you would look at your minutes from January 26, we discussed this at the workshop meeting to accept the road. Their request was to take over maintenance and ownership of the road. It was with the contingency of the wedge curb and the second with storm manhole that they committed to do so within a 3 month period of the letter. The new name for the road is “New Economy Dr”.   Mr. McCoy commented that it is not necessary for an approval. Mr. Mikulich asked if it was our responsibility to put a road sign put in there. Mr. Lemmon said yes it is the Borough’s responsibility. The reason the sign wasn’t purchased prior was because of the name change possibility. So we waited. Mr. Cafarelli asked if there is a speed limit. Mr. Lemmon said there was not, but it was when it was submitted there was a traffic plan submitted and the speed limit was set at 25 MPH.  We have to pass an ordinance and the Borough has to put up the signs. Mr. Cafarelli commented that people are trying to beat the light on 14th & Merchant. Mr. Lemmon states that Mr. Start will have to draw up an ordinance. Mr. Mikulich commented that would include the stop signs, no parking signs and speed limit and the name of the road for each side. After the vote, Mr. Mikulich commented on the contract, he wanted to commend Mr. Pucci and Mr. Flannery and the Mayor for working diligently to get this resolved, on the table and approved.  Mr. McCoy agreed, and there was a deadlock with the police and Mr. Pucci and Mr. Flannery, and Mr. Mikulich as well to get it resolved. Mayor D’Ambrosio states that he would like to introduce some of the police in the audience and it was coincidental that they happened to walk in. Chief Romutis introduced the officers. Council thanked them.  Mr. McCoy thanked the Chief for having them stop in and would like to see them at more meetings because it’s beneficial to the community. Chief Romutis states that if they are available he will have them stop in. 
4. Carpet Cleaning Proposals

Mr. Mikulich asked if all three proposals are for the same thing. Mr. Cafarelli asked who talked to the contractors. Ms. Sheleheda commented that she showed each company around to the affected areas. She comments that the company COIT gave prices for the chairs.  Stanley Steamer did the same and he seemed to be the most expensive. Mr. McCoy asked Ms. Sheleheda in her opinion if Coit seemed to be the best price. Ms. Sheleheda remarked that in her opinion Coit or Steam Action, but Steam Action only gave for carpeting, no chairs. Mr. Cafarelli commented that it

seems that Stanley Steamer is three times the other two.  Ms. Sheleheda also commented that she did a verbal estimate from a local company but she did call him twice to get a written estimate and he never brought one down, so she did not include that in the bids. Mr. Mikulich asked when Ms. Sheleheda showed them the stained areas, would they be able to get out the stains.  They all said they would be able to get most of it out, and they would do the best they could.  Mr. Mikulich commented that the kitchen area is bad and there is bad staining in the Mangers office. Ms. Sheleheda commented that the one in the Manager’s office was commented upon by all three companies as they would do the best they could, but it was really bad. However, Ms. Sheleheda continued that she did speak to the company that brings in the runners for the rest of the building and he will get her a price for a small runner for that area once the carpets are cleaned. Mr. Cafarelli asked about these runners, we don’t own them, they just clean them. Ms. Sheleheda commented that was correct, they come in every so often and put down clean ones and take away the dirty ones to be cleaned.  
Mr. McCoy commented that we should include the chairs, he didn’t think they were ever cleaned and there is only a small difference. Mr. Mikulich suggested we wait until the next meeting and get prices for the chairs from all the companies.  Mr. McCoy agreed and he would recommend having them cleaned in spring.  Ms. Sheleheda commented that she called all the companies prior to the meeting and since she had originally met with the cleaning companies in the fall, she wanted to be sure pricing was still good. She remarked that each of the companies told her the prices were good for one year. Mr. McCoy wanted to have pricing resubmitted for next agenda.
5. Accept Resignation of DPW employee John Marroni

3rd application for handicapped space is on property owned by the county and we rejected because we have not jurisdiction and we can not make a motion on this request. No name was given because the Council could not vote on this item.
7. Ambridge School District transferring ownership of Basketball Restrooms
Mr. Lemmon commented that this request was to the Water Authority from July 17 to October 19. This was during the finish work on construction of the Hang Zone – as far as the Borough taking over the ownership of the facilities, they have not been finally inspected and he recommends that we not do this at that time.  Mr. McCoy asked if he is suggesting that we take no further action until Mr. Lemmon authorizes as completion of the project.  Mr. Start remarked no action, no motion needed.  
Mr. Pucci asked who this was directed to. Mr. Lemmon commented that it has nothing to do with the Borough. The superintendent from the school district feels he doesn’t have to pay this, even though it was between July and October. This is between School District and the Ambridge Water Authority. 
8. Request from Ambridge Youth Ignite (AYI) for Basketball Courts in Hang Zone
Mr. McCoy commented they are asking for use of the Hang Zone June 14 thru 18th for Basketball Camp and would like to use the grassy area of the Hang Zone from late March until mid May for Lacrosse.  Mr. McCoy commented that he would like to see this approved because we need to help our youth.  Mr. Pucci comments that we should have some kind of schedule, so everyone can use it. Nothing against any group or any church, but we should have a schedule. Mr. McCoy comments that our recreation board should go after some kind of grant so that we could have something for young people of Ambridge.  This request isn’t extensive and they are not asking for a long time use, it’s only a week, and they grassy area might be costly, so we should check into it.  Mr. Cafarelli asked once the Hang Zone gets active, he suggests that he would like to see picnic benches so that the kids can have a place for their coolers and/or rest up. Mr. McCoy suggested that maybe we can get together with some business people who will build us some benches at no cost.  Mr. Lemmon comments that the work that was done up there is still under the bonds of the contractor and if you allow use of that area- any damage that is done will not be covered by them, and the restrooms needs to be cleaned and repaired. Mr. McCoy suggested that we move the vote on this item until we do final inspection and accept it back from the school.  Mr. Mikulich asked about the turf, if it’s damaged who will be

responsible for repair. Mr. Lemmon suggested that new sod takes time to root and he wasn’t sure if it rooted as of yet, because last year it was turning brown. Mr. Dunn suggested that we look at it in April to see if it’s growing.  Mr. McCoy asked if Mr. Dunn would contact AYI, and we can’t give permission yet until spring.  Mr. Lemmon remarked that he will get it inspected as soon as he can and the only question will be whether or not the new sod is taking root and not dying. Mr. Dunn commented that he was watching it thru the fall and some spots were looking pretty good. Mr. McCoy states that he agrees with Mr. Lemmon in that we should wait until we get it turned over to us. Mr. Mikulich mentioned receptacles need to be put in the area if we have benches.  Mr. Cafarelli commented that they do have some barrels that they can use up in that area. Mr. McCoy suggests that we make up a checklist of what we need while Mr. Lemmon is dealing with the school and inspections. Mr. Cafarelli asked about the restrooms, something has to be done in the spring. Mr. McCoy commented that we can’t do anything until it’s turned over to us. Mr. Lemmon comments that the restrooms can be cleaned at any time and the vent needs to be replaced.  Mr. Cafarelli asked if the school shut off the water and put antifreeze in the toilets. Mr. Lemmon commented that the Borough was supposed to do that but he wasn’t sure if it was done or not. Mr. Mikulich asked if anyone has been up there to look at it recently, because he has been and it’s a total disaster: junk, mud, garbage. Mr. McCoy asked if the doors were locked. Mr. Mikulich states that they are open not locked. Mr. Lemmon comments that they were supposed to be locked months ago, and originally the contractors were going to use them, but they decided not to use them and they brought their own Port-A-Johns.  The only thing they used was the fountain. Mr. McCoy asked if they told anyone to close them up. Mr. Lemmon replied yes, and it was mentioned at construction meetings as well.  Mr. Lemmon suggested that maybe they were locked and reopened. Mr. Cafarelli comments that he was under the impression that even through they brought they own bathroom facilities –they would still be responsible for doing the repairs on even the bathrooms – in the spring we would be ready to go. Mr. Lemmon states the only thing that they agreed to was fixing the gutter and downspout and broken glass block windows that were damaged during construction. Mr. McCoy asked Mr. Lemmon who was notified to lock those up. Mr. Lemmon stated that his understanding was that the information was passed to the Borough Manager and it was supposed to be passed to the Police Dept but he doesn’t know if that ever occurred or not.  Mr. Lemmon commented that when Dave Sabol was chief, he had the policemen unlock early and lock the doors at dusk. That is why there isn’t electric in there because Council didn’t want anyone using them at night. Mr. McCoy comments that Kristen was a very avid on email, he asked Mr. Lemmon to contact Ms. Denne via email and ask her about these issues.
TAPE TURNED OVER

Mr. McCoy commented that we will have to check into any emails that might have been sent back and forth on that issue. 

Mr. McCoy asked Council if it would be ok to reverse the next two items so that Council will go into Executive Session after the Citizen Participation. No one had any objections.

XI. Citizen Participation – 5 minutes per speaker
Rich Corvia Jr. - 85 Laughlin St. – Rear - Ambridge
He spoke on the snow removal and he tried to contact the Mayor 4 times and left messages and never got a call back. Mayor states his answering machine was having issues and that he received and returned over 60 phone calls.  Mr. McCoy commented that he personally had returned phone calls from the Mayor. Mr. Corvia continued that he felt they didn’t plow

all the streets and that we have another snow storm coming this week and he asked if they were going to be ready or if it was going to be more of the same.  He claims that he personally went out to shovel the street and that he also had to put snow into the street because there was it was in the wrong places.  He felt that the city did a poor job of cleaning the snow. 

Cora Pucci – 651 Glenwood Ave. -Ambridge  
She wanted to give the snow plow drivers a special commendation because she felt they did a good job.  She asked why the churches got special treatment when the Borough could have enacted the street sweeping ordinance and everyone would have moved their vehicles for those couple of hours and you could have taken the plows and we could have gotten our streets cleaned.  Mr. McCoy states that the clean up from 2nd street to 16th St on Merchant Street, no taxpayer paid one nickel for that thanks to Mr. Cafarelli; he saved us $50,000.00 to $70,000.00 (with the exception of $582.00). Mrs. Pucci comments that residents pay the taxes and Ambridge streets got cleaned off and the churches got cleaned off, her husband is a councilman and our street did not get cleaned off.  We were all willing to move over. With the new storm coming, why don’t you enact Street Sweeping and get our streets cleaned. Ambridge looks ridiculous because of all the chairs that people are leaving out.  Mr. McCoy commented that his property has 5 parking spaces he cleaned all of them and his neighbor parked in it, and if you want us to do all this cleaning then next spring it we’ll have got to the public and tell them we have to  raise taxes 5 mills.  Mrs. Pucci states that Baden, Conway, Moon Twp or Sewickley cleaned all their streets and they aren’t raising taxes. Mrs. Pucci states that people told her that they were thankful they council did a good job of cleaning the snow and that the church areas were cleaned. Mr. McCoy commented that neighbor helps neighbor. 
Mary Frances Cloud – 142 Maplewood Ave. -Ambridge
She states that her car was hit by a police car. She forgot her paper but Mrs. Sheleheda knows that she was in the office with this problem.  She went to see Kal’s on 9th Street and he fixed the car for $44.00. Ms. Cloud states that Mrs. Sheleheda told her that amount was too small and they won’t pay it. Mrs. Sheleheda asked for the floor and replied that she told Ms. Cloud that the insurance company won’t pay that small amount and that the Borough pays her deductable. Ms. Cloud states that wasn’t correct, her sister was there with her. Discussion among Council. Mr. McCoy asked Council for a vote to pay the $44.00.  Motion made by Mr. Flannery made the motion, Mrs. Miller seconded.

After the vote Mrs. Sheleheda found where her request for the $44.00 was turned in for the meeting on February 9 (which the meeting was cancelled because of inclement weather) and voted on earlier tonight in the “Bills and Expenses” – so her check will be out to her in the mail on Thursday. 

Gerry Giamarria – 609 Melrose Ave. - Ambridge
Mrs. Giamarria asked about the grassy area was going to be used for what reason. Mr. McCoy states it was for Lacrosse training for kids, but it hasn’t been approved yet because Mr. Lemmon has to get inspections completed first. Mrs. Giamarria asked if Lacrosse is hard on grass and soil. Mr. McCoy states he didn’t know. Mr. Cafarelli states that they use spikes on their shoes. Mrs. Giamarria said everything for the kids and nothing for the older people walking on snow piles to get out of their houses, she pities you people.

Bill Balkovic – 1663 Henri St. -Ambridge
He states that Mr. McCoy knows first hand how bad it was down on Henri Street and saw the snow everywhere. He claims that none of the side roads from the boulevard were cleaned, you couldn’t turn up them.  If they were plowed, then Penn Dot came along and plowed the ends of those streets back in. He went down Merchant Street and the side streets that weren’t plowed.  In his area there were cars that were plowed in so that people couldn’t get to their cars to go to a business on Merchant St.  Mr. McCoy commented that our people were doing the streets, and it was private contractors that did Merchant Street, which Mr. Cafarelli coordinated that. Mr. Pucci, Mr. Cafarelli and himself were working and helping. These private contractors gave us these machines free and because of traffic, these people would not take these same machines on the other streets. Mr. McCoy states that we have had more snow than we have ever had. Mr. Balkovic asked if they have an emergency plan. Mr. McCoy remarked that we do and we did claim a state of emergency for the Borough.  When the snow came that fast and we only have a four man Public Works Dept, and if we gave everyone in this Borough everything that they wanted, you wouldn’t be able to live here because of the taxes.  Mr. Balkovic said that you could tell when you leave Ambridge, when you get to Leetsdale, it was clean. Can you tell me that Leetsdale has more borough workers than Ambridge? Mr. McCoy commented that Leetsdale is a very small community. No one ever bothers to check the population before they come to complain. Also Baden has a population of 3,000. Ambridge is doubled that and when you have double the population you have 2-3 times the number of parked vehicles. When this council took over we were near a million dollars in a deficit and if you want that again we can give that to you, it’s your option, but we’ll have to raise taxes. The last three days, I was separating a pile by my neighbor’s house and I knew it would melt; I didn’t have to do that. I don’t have machinery, I do it by hand. We have a lot of elderly people living here and we don’t want to raise taxes. He had an elderly lady came to him crying, whether she should pay her municipal bill or buy food. When you hear that you are reluctant, and you can take the heat. We are doing the best we can. Mr. Balkovic states that he feels that should have done more. Mr. McCoy states that they only have 4 people working in Public Works and they started at the higher streets and worked their way down, while trying to plow all the streets that they could.  They did the best they could.
Marlene Verigood -652 Melrose Ave. - Ambridge
She states that she is on Merchant Street a lot and she commented that people were getting tickets on their cars and they couldn’t reach the meters. She always tells people to go park in the alley – they never ticket in the allies.  The streets were clear and police were still giving tickets – but the parking meters were not snow free.

XIV. Committee Reports

Finance Committee

Mr. Mikulich comments that we are having a spending freeze, and anyone who needs to make a necessity purchases has to go thru home because he is the finance committee chairman.  Mr. McCoy states a correction that department heads have to go thru Mr. Mikulich or Mr. McCoy before a purchase is made. 
Public Safety 

Mr. Pucci remarked about the cameras for the police cars. He is going to look into grants that might be available. He also spoke of bullet proof vests –what do we do for the old ones. He suggested that that the old ones go into the doors of the police cars. Beaver is doing that now and he feels that is a good idea. 

Public Works

Mr. Cafarelli comments about the snow storms that we had, and we did our best and that he wanted to thank the AWA and some people and private contractors that didn’t want to be mentioned and Mr. Ralph Unis – some of these people gave us equipment, fueled and manpower to run this equipment at no charge.  Special thanks to Harmony Twp road dept.-they helped us out.  Mr. Cafarelli thanked Mr. & Mrs. Pucci, Mr. McCoy. Everyone helped out. Mr. Cafarelli commented that we got hit hard with all this snow and he was pleased that we got so much extra help. Mr. Mikulich asked about the snow melting down in the Foodland Plaza.
