VIII. Presentation by Lake Shore Entertainment – Sean Boyachek & Chris Hinton.
Mr. Boyachek states that he had the opportunity to meet with Mayor D’Ambrosio while scouting for a new movie called “One for the money”. This movie will star Katherine Heigl. Our hopes for Ambridge are that we will be including a lot of local people as extras and some local scenery. We are currently set to begin photography on July 12, and the story will be set in Trenton New Jersey and we believe that Ambridge has a lot of the same type of locations. Filming will take place over 50 days.  Mr. Boyachek continued that if Council has any questions he is here to answer. Mr. McCoy asked what would they like from us. Mr. Boyachek explained that they need some assistance with for instance parking is a dynamic, they would like to have the appropriate vehicles in the appropriate places, clearing curb sites for cameras, coordination with public works, street repaving, and whatever the city needs to do in that sense. Mr. McCoy states that we will be more than willing to accommodate you for what you feel necessary to do your film.
IX. Mr. Ray Fedorko from the Committee to Clean & Beautify Ambridge on the Restoration of the Gazebo.

Mr. Fedorko commented that the committee has been focusing on P.J. Caul Park, they had steam cleaned the water feature, they planted flowers, and they retained the picnic benches. The committee would now like to focus on the gazebo itself.  The last few months we have been soliciting bids for the restoration of the gazebo.  They handrails are really a mess do to skateboarders, I don’t know how they get up on those rails but it’s caused some damage. The last few nights we’ve met with each painter and they both gave very good presentations on what they would be doing, what kind of paint, they would be using they produced insurance documentation.  What he is coming to Council for today is to fold: one seeking permission to go ahead with the process of painting the gazebo and second seeking some financial help. We are looking for four groups to participate in the restoration. In addition to our fund raising we are looking to the chamber of commerce, the Rotary club to which construct that the gazebo the borough of Ambridge and our group. Each bid came in a little different so in worst-case scenario which would be the highest bid would be each group donating $750. If there are any questions you have, I'll be happy to answer them the best I can. Mr. McCoy remarked there is a large difference in the two bids. Mr. Fedorko commented that the lower bidder could come down to the gazebo and we pointed out the different items that needed to be taken care of and he did concur that his bid was too low. Now his revised bid is about $2100. The committee wants to explore this further and see which way we should go.  The $750 bid for each of the four groups would be worse case scenario. Mr. Start remarked in other words he would like the borough to share in one fourth of the cost. Mr. Fedorko commented that the committee is not the one deciding we just want everyone to be involved but we wanted to get the bids to everyone. Mr. McCoy states that the committee to clean and beautify Ambridge should be commended on coming forth to do this project. Mr. McCoy also states that Council should approve up to not to exceed our portion of $750He also asked if this would come under the recreation fund. . Mr. Cafarelli commented that the Borough always try to get a minimum of three bids to choose from, could the committee try and get one more quote, because when it’s taxpayers money that is involved, we want to do what’s right.  Mr. Mikulich asked if it was paint or stain. Mr. Fedorko commented that one painter said it was flood paint and the other painter said it was oil based. Mr. Mikulich commented that the pillars are stained and you can not use oil based paint on the pillars, when we built it the contractor told us that we can not use anything but stain on them – it will ruin them.  Mr. McCoy asked Mr. Fedorko that since Mr. Mikulich is so familiar in building the gazebo, would you have contact with Mr. Mikulich first. Mr. Fedorko commented that would be no problem.  Mr. Mikulich made the motion to donate the ¼ of the money towards restoration of the gazebo at PJ Caul Park not to exceed $750.00 to be paid from the Recreation Fund. Ms. Miller seconded the motion.

No need for executive session. 
XV. Other Unfinished Business

Mr. Mikulich handed out information to Council and to the solicitor, basically it is an ordinance that we do not have – although there is a state law – for people who block a garage or park across the garage, blocking the alley.  We need an ordinance to allow our police to be able to give tickets. Mr. McCoy states that we need to have a motion to permit our solicitor to draw up an ordinance.  There are signs in the alleys however we don’t have an ordinance so the signs are not legal. 
Mr. Cafarelli states that there is no parking in any alleys. Mr. Mikulich states that it can not be a blanket ordinance covering all alleys because some alleys, such as his, you can only park in the alley because the front of the house is Rte 65. Mr. McCoy suggested sending this to Public Safety Committee to discuss the language. Mr. McCoy suggested that we make one ordinance not two because the cost of drafting an ordinance is about $300.00. Mr. McCoy commented that this has been going on for years, so what’s one more meeting. He also suggested that instead of going back and forth on this subject, let it go to committee and get definite answer and we can go forward from there. 
Mr. Mikulich’s second item he discussed about the gentlemen with the lighting situation. He said he will go around the town and look at all our lights and give us recommendation for our lighting. 
Also he spoke of the basketball courts. Mr. Mikulich states he was approached about the basketball courts on Park Rd.; Mr. McCoy enlightened him on the situation that the school put those courts in temporarily for the kids until our courts here at Duss Ave & 11th St. were put back in order. The school district owns that property and those basketball courts.  The school district has to take the basketball hoops down. Mr. McCoy agreed, those were our basketball nets from here that they took down to Park Rd and that was part of the deal to give the school the easements. We are not responsible to remove those; it’s a school board issue. Mr. Mikulich suggested that we enlighten the school district since the residents are having trouble with their vehicles and such. Mr. McCoy asked the Solicitor to send a letter to that effect. 
Mr. Mikulich also mentioned that we have a lot of high grass in town. Mr. Mikulich said that she spoke to Mr. Ivancik and Ms. Orlowski and they both told him that we do not cut grass on private property anymore. Mr. Cafarelli said yes we still do that, we then bill the home owner.  Mr. Mikulich mentioned a few addresses that need taken care of.  Mr. McCoy states that we were short handed in the Public Works Dept; we have to discuss the possibility of hiring someone for that department.  Ms. Sheleheda states that she has put in a request for the prisoner program to get inmates on work-release and they will call our office as soon as they have people available. 

Mr. Mikulich commented that the 31st of May is Memorial Day and we have a service @ 11am at the Gazebo in the PJ Caul Park and then we March over to the bridge and throw a wreath off to honor those soldiers, sailors and marines lost at sea.  We would like to have the park spic ‘n span. He put the flags up today. He appreciates the Borough cooperation that they give every year. 

Mr. McCoy commended Mr. Mikulich and Mr. Gagliardi and Mr. Crano do an excellent job on the Memorial Day Services.  

Mr. McCoy read a letter aloud from the Ambridge Chamber of Commerce commending what a successful Nationality Days and the Nationality Day Parade. They also thanked the Police Dept. 
Mayor D’Ambrosio commented that we overlooked the Fire Dept during the homicide; they helped out with lights and traffic control. Mr. McCoy thanked the Fire Chief for a good job his department always does.

Robert Ganster 744 Maplewood Ave.

He showed a copy of a letter from Dr. Voss concerning the basketball courts at Park Rd. He spoke of his vehicles that have been getting damaged and stolen. The letter states that the kids won’t be there because there aren’t any lights and they’ll be gone at dark. Which in fact is not the case, they are there until 2:00am. Mr. McCoy asked the police chief if there is a curfew. Chief Romutis states there is one and its 11pm. Mr. Ganster commented that he exhausted all

avenues. The school board claims it’s the Mayor’s problem. The Mayor said it’s the school board. His insurance company is tried of dealing with him. Mr. McCoy asked all members of council to look at the easement agreement, and part of the easement agreement is that they will move the basketball courts. He said he wanted to bring it to Council’s attention, and Council’s voice is bigger than his and he would like Council to address this with the school board. He also said that he had to put security cameras on his house in order to catch these people.  Mr. McCoy remarked that we will have our solicitor look into the matter.  Mr. Mikulich made the motion to have our solicitor address this issue. Mr. Cafarelli seconded.

Corky Mihalic – 728 -24th St.
He commented that way back we trashed thru different communities to get some used basketball backboards and hoops. Maybe we should take them down and move them.  We can’t afford to buy lights for recreation, we can’t buy equipment, instead of starting a battle, why not just take them down with our bobcat and move them up to Boro Park or somewhere temporarily.  Spend 4 or 5 thousand dollars. Mr. McCoy suggested that he speak to the AYA and see if they could get volunteers to move them. Mr. Mihalic commented that the AYA hasn’t followed thru on the original agreement for $1.00 a year they were supposed to take over the concession stand and they haven’t even finished putting up the siding and they left the water on and you people gave them $450.00 for repairs. 
Cora Pucci – 651 Glenwood Ave.
She asked if we have an ordinance concerning pedophiles. There was a mix up with her grandson getting off on the wrong bus today and he came home to an empty house. There is the Head Start Olive Lane. She called the State Police and they said that we have to have an ordinance in order to get him out of there. She called and spoke to Marilyn today but she couldn’t get in touch with Cindy Orlowski. She wants to know if we have an ordinance for this purpose. Mr. McCoy states that he believes we do have one. Mr. McCoy remarked that he has been in touch with Ms. Orlowski concerning this matter. Mr. Start states that the Federal Courts have been throwing out these ordinances that prohibit known pedophiles that live X number of feet within schools, etc. We think it’s a good law, but apparently the Federal Courts don’t agree. If we try to enforce our ordinance we don’t know what’s going to happen. 
She asked about handicapped signs, when they go up, when they come down.  She spoke of a neighbor who has Alzheimer’s and her son took the keys from her, but she still has her driver’s license and the car is still in her name. She was fighting with people who were parking in her handicapped space during nationality days. Mr. McCoy states that they are supposed to be checked every year. The solicitor made comment that spot is not her spot, just because she applied for handicapped parking does not give here reserved parking. Any handicapped plate can park there. Mr. McCoy states unless it says “resident only”.  Solicitor agreed. 
She also commented about a few meetings ago about when utility companies come in and tear up the street that they are supposed to put the street back to the same condition. Why are these companies allowed to resurface with blacktop? Mr. McCoy states that the whole street will be resurfaced from Merchant to Olive Lane within next two months.  Mr. McCoy agreed 100% they are supposed to put back.  

Mrs. Barb Costa. – Trinity Church
She spoke of free seminar for Alzheimer’s open to anyone that the Trinity Church received a grant to educate the people. She left some cards with information. 

Gerri Giamarria -609 Melrose Ave.

She commented on Mrs. Pucci’s segment. She states that she didn’t know who it was that did work in her alley, but it was concrete and now they put blacktop in 4 different places. The solicitor asked how long ago was the work done. She states that they are done but it’s been over 3 or 4 months. Mr. McCoy asked Mr. Cafarelli to look into the matter.

Mr. McCoy states that 14th Street between Merchant and Duss Ave. should be completed by August.
