Mr. Dunn asked if Duss Ave. lights that were on here for the school. Ms. Denne asked Mr. Ivancik, we put a request in for that to be removed. Mr. Ivancik agreed.

XII. Other Unfinished Business

· Mr. Cafarelli asked Mr. Kokoski about a sink hole on Kennedy Drive. Mr. Kokoski commented that he was off, however it belongs to the Municipal Authority and apparently they are going to take care of it – they sent camera down to check it out.

· Mayor Notarianni made comment to the bridge in need of repairs and cleaning.  Mr. McCoy asked Ms. Denne to make a call to the County. Mr. Mikulich remarked that he agrees that it’s the first thing that people see when coming into our town from across the river.  

· Mr. Mikulich would like a run-down of all Borough employees’ sick time and vacation time.  He would like to keep a better record than he has now.  Ms. Denne commented that the department heads put it in the packets. Mr. McCoy commented that he agrees anything that is legally permissible.  Mr. Mikulich commented that leave is permissible because we have to regulate or watch it so it doesn’t get out of hand like in the past. Mr. McCoy asked if Mr. Mikulich wanted it on a monthly basis. Mr. Mikulich commented yes. Ms. Denne states that she would take care of it.

· Mr. Mikulich commented about the clock.  Who takes care of it? Ms. Denne commented that it’s been Mr. Matzzie’s office, but with all the budget process, he has been overwhelmed recently.   Mr. Mikulich commented that he would take care of it if necessary.  Ms. Denne stated that she would make a call.
· Mayor Notarianni asked Mr. Lemmon if he took a look at 5th St. Mr. Lemmon commented that he spoke to Ms. Denne concerning this and the new employee will get on this right away. Mayor Notarianni commented that he thought we should go after Waste Management as he had reports that they started this issue and once one piece of concrete comes out – it will continue till it reaches Duss Ave. Mr. Lemmon commented that unless you have photos or proof – it’s the Borough’s responsibility. 
· Mr. Mikulich asked about the “Hang Zone” – how is coming along. Mr. Lemmon comments that it’s coming along good, minor problems, but other than that – they’re being taken care of.

· Mr. Cafarelli commented about the vehicle at Public Works. Ms. Denne commented that she spoke to Mr. Start and she did put them out for bid, and did not have successful bidders and if the Council determines that the value is under $1,000.00 we can go ahead and scrap them for metal, if that is what Council chooses to do so. Ms. Miller asked if that includes the old street sweeper. Ms. Denne remarked no, not the old street sweeper – we had discussions on what we can do with it and we can turn it into a leaf vac.  Mr. Pucci made the motion to scrap 3 cars that were less $1,000.00 value, Mr. Mikulich seconded.
