Mr. Start suggested that as a matter of protocol, it should be the Commission Chairman that we reach out to and Borough Manager or Council President could do it, however, Mr. McCoy has a family matter so it maybe should be the Manager.  Mr. Flannery asked if everyone agreed. (Several yes answers)  Mr. Kaunert stated that the letter was dated August 30th. 

Mr. Mikulich states that he received an update about the bridge opening from PennDot. He reads from the letter that rumors have been circulating however they are right on track and they are anticipating the opening for November 15. It was signed by Lori A. Musto, the Senior Engineering Supervisor Project Manager.
