VIII. Presentations
Mr. Gottschalk gave details about the fire at Charles Men Store – 541 Merchant St. He explained details on state regulation for fire department personnel fighting the fires. Who is permitted to go in and how many have to be outside.  First mutual aid department on scene was Fair Oaks.  He also spoke about the adjoining buildings that received no fire damage.  He also spoke in detail of the water flow issues because of so many hydrants that were tapped and the reason for tankers brought into the scene.   Contrary to news reports no firefighters fell through the floor, no firefighters fell through the steps, no firefighters were hurt, only one female who lived in the apartment on the second floor went to the ER for smoke inhalation, but was back in the afternoon. 

Mr. McCoy asked for a motion on the floor to give the Fire Department a commendation for a great job in saving the other buildings and he feels that they are well deserving of a commendation.

     She asked questions about the liquor and amusement license request posted on the old K&N Furniture Store. Mr. McCoy was unaware of this, Mr. Flannery explained that anyone has a right to call the LCB and express opposition. He explained they are trying to bring the license from St. Michael’s to the Beaver Valley Athletic Association. Its not St. Michaels but it is the same people. 





If you have concerns, write a letter to the LCB and voice your oppositions. Mr. Start suggested not to write their attorney that is listed, but write or call directly to the LCB.  Mr. Kaunert commented no application has brought to the Borough yet. Mr. Start explained that an investigator is assigned to each application. He presumes that a roll of the investigator is address any questions or concerns about each application. Look at the application that is posted on the building, get the phone number on that application, you can then call the investigator, and pose your concerns.  Mayor asked of Mr. Start if we as a Borough Officials, are we permitted to call and express our concerns.  Mr. Start explained that the Borough itself cannot stop it; however, you can write letters and express your opposition.  Mayor expressed opinion that we should do strong building inspections because it is an old building along with writing letters. Ambridge Police have been on mutual aid calls over the years to their establishment in Hopewell because of riots and trouble such as that.

He stated that he thought in summer of 2011, the Water Authority agreed to do this, is this still a project that will happen?  Mr. Kaunert states that they did agree to do this. Mayor states that the hydrant on Valley Rd has not been touched in over 10 yrs.  Mayor also asked Mr. Lemmon or Mr. Kaunert if the gas company is planning on repaving those sidewalks on Glenwood before winter.  Mr. Kaunert states that the gas company has been very good at coming back and taking care of any work they did on Beaver Rd. Mayor comments that on Glenwood to Elm Rd. all the gravel has been washed out and it’s been like that for months.  Mr. Kaunert states he will contact the gas company.  
                  Mayor also states that the intersections of 4th and 5th at Elm are the worst sections of road in this town.  We need to take care of it this year or next year at the very least.  Nothing is sticking so we can’t patch.  It’s just the intersection.
