Mr. Cafarelli asked Mr. Lemmon about the issue on Pine Street, he asked where we stand. Mr. Lemmon remarked we are waiting for public works when they have time to go up there. Mr. Cafarelli asked Mr. Kaunert to look into the matter as soon as possible. Mr. Kaunert commented that instead of digging up the road they may take a magnet up there and we can look at it that way.

Mr. Lemmon commented that Elm road is completed. He also wanted to update everyone on the Merchant Street extension project and the 11th and 14th connector. The Merchant Street project is ready to be paved. We will be ready to do the first 600 feet to get the bottom dollar ready. Weather permitting they should start paving on Monday.

Mr. Flannery asked Mr. Lemmon about the work being done at pine and Wilson. Mr. Lemmon commented that the residents claim that there were catch basins fair at one time and have been covered over. It appears that there is at least one catch basin somewhere. We’re going to try to find it, and then the plan is to camera it and see if the storm sewer is okay. If the storm sewer is not that we have to decide what we are going to do. Mr. Lemmon commented they do have water problems upon street. Mr. Cafarelli remarked that this all has to do with the DEP mandate. Mr. Lemmon commented one house in particular gets a lot of water.

Mr. McCoy asked Mr. Lemmon is the 11th St. intersection is still on the list.  Mr. Lemmon commented yes, he spoke to Youngblood Paving concerning this but it’s a separate project as it costs $3500.00 to mobilize the milling machine. They have a project in Harmony Twp. to do and they will bring the machine down here when they are finished with that project.
