VI. Borough Bills and Expenses

VII. Citizen’s Participation All Items On/Off Agenda  (5 minutes per speaker)
            Reverend James Hamilton – 1134 Maplewood Ave. 
            He states that they showed the film again “Gas Land” at the Library, if you haven’t seen it yet, you can get it on Netflix and it’s up for Academy Award under Documentary.  He got a letter back from a company that informed him of what we have to do for testing – there are three different levels of testing – cost is about $1,100.00 - $1,200.00.  He also has a letter from Office of Representative Camille George of Clearfield area – it contains information on a power point coming from Wilkes University advising on how to get testing & that cost is about $2,200.00. The gentleman at Wilkes University suggested that all the testing be done before the drilling begins.  We are greatly concerned about this if it should hit our water supply and will have poisoned water. He states that someone told him there will be a building on the J&L property that is supposed to be cleansing the water. Their intentions are to come in here and drill.  They’re drilling in Washington County. There is a big concern about our air pollution and water pollution. I hope we stay strongly concerned about this as they try to continue to obtain rights for drilling. This is a critical issue and it’s not going away. There are a lot of leases in this county are ready not permits issued yet. We are a targeted area. Thank you for letting me speak and letting me bring this information to you.

            Mr. McCoy asked Rev. Hamilton if he would post on our bulletin board in the hall the times and places that he shows the movie. Rev. Hamilton commented that first he needs to find places to show the movie, and he is grateful to the fire department for allowing him to show it in their training room. He has shown it three times in town to make it available for everyone. He suggested that if you can get onto Netflix and view it to do so. Mr. McCoy suggested that anyone in the audience that hasn’t seen the movie that they see it’s very moving.
           Mark Crano – 817 Beaver Rd.
           He asked if Council gets a more in depth reports from the treasurer or if this is the only report they get. Mr. McCoy states this is the only one Council gets but the borough manager has access to all the information. Mr. Crano states that he all so has the same program QuickBooks Pro and he is a phenomenal program and he can come up to the union hall and see what you can actually do with this program. He does information for three different Borough's & two airlines, you can track cell phones you can do payroll, their leases for the cars everything in an hour. You’re welcome to come to the Carpenters building at 650 Ridge Rd., Carpenters building Suite 200 and see what you can actually do with this program, you can save money and time.

           Maureen Nagel – 15th St

           She states she is new to the area and this is her first meeting and there are a couple of things that she would like to know. If our water is truly at risk is the Council the first line of defense who would address any risk to our water. She is concerned from what she hears that they are people that have abandoned properties to have rats running in, an there are people the grass growing that is 12 inches high, she is wondering about the protocol for finding out what’s going on and how to approach the problems. She commented that she would volunteer as much as she can to be part of the fix; she already calls police and code enforcement a lot. She asked about the police budget being cut – we have a high crime rate in town of 7,000 people – do we always only have 2 police officers on duty? She was just told that this week. Chief Mann remarked that on daylight we have 3 officers on duty and sometimes at night. Mr. Kaunert offered to go over some of the issues with her, he asked if she would call and make an appointment with the office. Ms. Nagel was interested in code enforcement – she is interested in the area that she walks in and she wondered who monitors these code enforcement people. Mr. McCoy suggested that we have several volunteer groups in Ambridge such as Clean & Beautify Ambridge and a flower group also Mrs. Verigood has a good that does flowers, Barb Costa can help you find a committee that you can volunteer with. Ms. Nagel asked if Council oversees these things. Mr. McCoy states that Council does not oversee the volunteer groups, but we do monitor the people that work for the Borough. Mr. Flannery asked Ms. Nagel calls with a complaint or an issue and it’s not taken care of by Code Enforcement, he suggests that she call the Borough Manger’s office and let us know. Mr. Kaunert concurred. 
           Ross McCoy -1700 Duss Ave.
           He asked about the demolition on the building on Glenwood. He commented that some of these demotions are being done badly. He feels that when these demolition that they should be watched, they should not be burying wood and the one on Maplewood there are bricks and cement everywhere. And he also commented that shouldn’t the sewers be capped on the demolition site on Glenwood. Mr. McCoy (Council President) commented that he is pretty sure they are going to rebuild on that property. Mr. Kaunert commented that there is a very detailed demotion permit that is required before any demolition is done in town, water and/or sewer has to be capped off and they have to fill it with earth not wood or debris from the building and it is overseen by our Code Enforcement and our Engineering Dept.  Mr. McCoy (citizen) commented on the rubble that was left where the Mosque is now and they did not do a very nice job at all and he is glad he doesn’t live on that block. Mr. McCoy (Council President) commented on the building on 19th Street when it was demolished, they took everything out of the there and then filled it. Mr. McCoy (citizen) agreed that they did a very good job on 19th & Duss Ave.

            Marlene Verigood -652 Melrose Ave.
            She asked where she could get an orange cone to keep her parking space. She said that on the 600 block of Melrose there are chairs and about 6 different cones on different parking spaces. Mayor D’Ambrosio commented that they towed 2 cars from that area this past week. Mrs. Verigood commented that the cones are still there. Mayor D’Ambrosio commented that it’s a public street and the cones don’t belong there and they can certainly pick them up.
